The New Bronx Criminal Courthouse is a 775,000 GSF facility with 47 
court parts. The design features a linear building massing that wraps 
around a central open space and an innovative exterior wall 
system.  The building is midway through construction, the structure is 
topped out, the curtain wall is 70% complete, and interior walls are 
being framed.
